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Kako je mrki medvjed (Ursus arc-
tos) autohtona vrsta u Bosni i Her-
cegovini, ljudi su uglavnhom prihvati-
li njegovo prisustvo te svoj stil Zivota
manje-vise prilagodili njegovoj
pojavi. Cudni su bili putevi te koeg-
zistencije, od velikog postovanja do
apsolutnog omalovazavanja i bru-
talnosti. Tako, na primjer, zadnjih
decenija proslog vijeka, na ulicama
Bosansko-Hercegovackih gradova
mogli su se Cesto vidjeti lancima
okovani medvjedi kako .igraju” uz
Romsku muziku i tako ,zabavlja-
ju” gledaoce. S druge strane, kao
visoko trofejna vrsta, kod lovaca je
izazivao postovanje, te su oni zbog
toga vodili brigu kvalitetu i brojnosti
medvjede populacije. Posljednja
istraZivanja su pokazala da mrki
medvjed zauzima oko 43% (oko
22.000 km?) teritorije Bosne i Her-
cegovine, a da je brojnost oko 1200
jedinki. Statisticki posmatrano, a i
podaci sa terena to pokazuju, bro-
jnost je u opadanju. | danas Zakoni
Bosne i Hercegovine decidno med-
vjeda stavljaju pod zastitu, kao i to
da je zabranjeno hvatanje i drzanje
divljih Zivotinja (Zakon o lovu Re-
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publike Srpske, Zakon o lovu Fed-
eracije Bosne i Hercegovine, Zakon
o zastiti i dobrobiti Zivotinja Bosne i
Hercegovine).

Nazalost, jos uvijek ima situacija

u kojima se krse zakoni, a u prilog
tome govori i ¢injenica da ima ne
mali broj slucajeva nezakonitog
hvatanja i drzanja medvjeda (ali i
drugih vrsta, pogotovo srna i vuko-
va). Do sad je registrovano 11 jed-
inki mrkog medvjeda koje se drze u
zatocCenistvu. Ipak, neki od vlasnika
tih zatocenih medvjeda imaju doz-
volu za drzanje medvjeda, ali rezul-
tati ovog projekta su pokazali

da neke od lokacija u kojima se ti
medvjedi drZe ne ispunjavaju ni
osnovne zivotne uslove (velic¢ina
prostora, hrana i mir).

Pored navedenih registrovanih
ilegalnih zatocenistava, u Bosni i
Hercegovini je prisutan i krivolov.
Krivolov veoma Cesto doprinosi pov-
ecanju broja ilegalnog zadrzavanja
medvjeda. Naime, Zenke sa mlad-
ima cesto prilaze ljudskim naselji-
ma, pri cemu ponekad nanose Stete
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lokalnim stanovnicima. Upravo zbog
ovakvih situacija one budu meta
krivolova. Tad se i njihovi mladi ¢es-
to hvataju i upravo na ovakav nacin
zavrse u ilegalnom zatocenistvu.

Zbog svega navedenog ocigledno

je da je potrebno uspostavljanje
prihvatiliSta za medvjede u Bosni

i Hercegovini. Sa adekvatnim pri-
hvatiliStem rijesili bi se slucajevi
dosadasnjih ilegalnih zadrzavanja
medvjeda, ali i svih buducih sli¢nih
situacija. Takode treba napomenuti
da je u Republici Srpskoj formiran i
Interventni Tim za velike karnivore.
Ocekivati je da IT ne¢e modi u sva-
koj situaciji dati najbolje rjesenje za
problemati¢nu jedinku medvjeda, te
umjesto da se jedinka odstrijeli, ona
¢e se moci da se smjesti u Prih-
vatiliSte. U nastavku ove publikacije
prikazujemo trenutne, postojeée
sluc¢ajeve medvjeda drzanih u za-
toCenistvu u Bosni i Hercegovini.




INTRODUCTION

As the brown bear (Ursus arctos)

is an autochthonous species in
Bosnia and Herzegovina, people
mainly accepted their presence

and more or less adjusted their
lifestyle to its appearance. There
were the strange ways of the co-
existence, from great respect to
absolute humiliation and brutality.
For example, in the last decades of
the last century, in the streets of
Bosnian-Herzegovinian cities, the
chained bears are often seen “play-
ing” with Gipsy music and “enter-
taining” the viewers. On the other
hand, hunters respect the brown
bear as a high trophy species, and
for this reason they paid attention
to the quality and the abundance of
bear population. Recent research
has shown that brown bears occupy
about 43% (about 22,000 km?) of the
territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
and official statistical data show the
number of about 1200 individuals.
Statistically viewed, and the data
from the field show that the number
is in a steadily declining. Even to-
day, the Laws of Bosnia and Herze-
govina precisely classify brown bear
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under protection (close season), as
well as prohibiting the capture and
keeping of wild animals (Law on
Hunting of the Republic of Srpska,
Law on Hunting of the Federation
of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Law on
Protection and Animal Welfare of
Bosnia and Herzegovina).

Unfortunately, there are still situ-
ations in which laws are violated,
and this is also supported by the
fact that there is number of cases
of unlawful capturing and keeping
of bears (but also of other species,
especially roe deer and wolves).
There are currently 11 registered
brown bears held in captivity in
BiH. Some of the owners of these
detained bears have permission to
hold them, but the results of this
project have shown that the condi-
tions in which these bears are held
on some locations do not fulfill the
basic living conditions (space, ade-
quate food and peace). In addition to
the listed illegal detention facilities,
poaching is also present in Bosnia
and Herzegovina. Poaching often
contributes to increasing the num-
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ber of illegal bear holdings. The
females with cubs often approach
to the human settlements, and then
sometimes do damages to the peo-
ple (on bees, livestock’s...). Because
of these situations, females are
target of poaching. Then their cubs
are hunted and captured and in this
way they end up in illegal captivity.

Due to all of the above, it is obvious
that it is necessary to set up the
Sanctuary for bears in Bosnia and
Herzegovina. With adequate Bears
Sanctuary, the cases of illegal bear
holdings, but also of all future
similar situations, will be resolved.
It should also be noted that the
Intervention Team for large carni-
vores was formed in the Republic
of Srpska entity. And here we can
expect that this IT will not be able
to give the best solution in each
situation for the problematic bear,
and instead for killing one, it will be
transferred to the Bears Sanctuary.
In this publication we present cur-
rent, actual cases of bears held in
captivity in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

In the court proceedings against
him, the municipal inspectorate
got the lawsuit.

inspector requested, the Higher
Cantonal Court decided that the
bears should stay with Emin while
the government builds by the bear
sanctuary. Currently, Emin hand-
ed over his living place to bears
and lives in a trailer car nearby.
He would be willing to give up the
bear in case better conditions for
them are achieved.

He claims to have kept the wolves
as well.
